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5.2 Bachelor of Theology 

5.2.1 Admission  
 
For admission to the degree programme, candidates must: 
 
5.2.1.1  Have attained a mean Grade C+ for Kenya Certificate of Secondary 
Education (KCSE) holders or its equivalent as determined by the Kenya      
National Examinations Council (KNEC); or a KNEC Diploma or its equivalent.  
 
5.2.1.2  Applicants who have not completed a two-year philosophy  
programme may be admitted into a 4-year programme for the BTh degree, 
during which they would be expected to fulfil the Philosophy requirement in 
the extra year.  
 
5.2.1.3  Have a sufficient knowledge of English;  
 
5.2.1.4  Present a recommendation in writing from their missioning Ordinary 
if they are students for the priesthood in addition to other recommendations 
that may be prescribed. Other students must be suitably recommended in 
writing.  
 
5.2.1.5  Students may be admitted to the Certificate Programme in Theology 
in preparation for ordination, either because they do not wish to study the 
degree-level course or because they are not qualified to do so. Such students 
study the same courses as the degree-level students, with minor exceptions, 
but the standard of assessment in examination is less stringent.  
 
5.2.1.6  The Admissions Committee shall be the final judge of the sufficiency 
of a candidate's qualifications for entry to the degree-level programme or to 
the certificate course, according to the above norms.  
 
5.2.1.7  Enquiries about admission are made to the Office of the Registrar, 
from whom application forms may be requested. These should be returned by 
March 15 in the relevant year, together with certified transcripts in Philosophy 
studies and other transcripts of studies pursued after Secondary School.  
 
5.2.1.8  Registration takes place during the first week of the Academic Year.  
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5.2.2 General Orientation of the Programme  

5.2.2.1  The Theology Programme is inspired by the spirit and norms of the 
Apostolic Constitution of Veritatis Gaudium  Francis 2017 and the General 
Norms for Jesuit Studies (1980), updates of the Congregation of Catholic Edu-
cation, supplemented by the statements on studies of the recent Jesuit Gen-
eral Congregations, especially GC 34 of 1995 and GC 35 of 2008. It also at-
tempts to respond to the call of the African Synods expressed in the post-
synodal exhortations, Ecclesia in Africa and Africae Munus . It aims at a con-
textualized systematic presentation of Catholic doctrine found in divine reve-
lation and at studying the new questions that are being posed today in the 
light of revelation and tradition. Themes will be presented in an organic way 
so that the relations between various mysteries and doctrines become          
apparent and everything leads to a deeper knowledge of the mystery of Christ, 
to be proclaimed to the nations. 

5.2.2.2  Special attention will be given to African themes in theology and      
pastoral practice as well as to the history of Christianity in Africa. GC36 of 
2016, the programme of theology endeavours to prepare the students for 
sound and competent pastoral leadership and fidelity to the   foundational 
spiritualities.  

5.2.2.3  Ecumenical questions, relations and dialogue with other religions, 
and problems of unbelief and religious indifference as well as poverty and        
injustice in contemporary society will, as far as possible, be a dimension of all 
courses.  

5.2.3 Components of the Programme  

5.2.3.1 The Programme consists of Core Courses, Elective Courses, Seminars, 
Pastoral Fieldwork and activities accompanied by pastoral and theological 
reflection. One credit requires 15 contact hours for a lecturer-student           
encounter in a semester. Both the student and the lecturer must fulfill the 
contact hour requirements.  

5.2.3.2 Credits  

5.2.3.2.1  A credit is defined as one lecture hour per week for fifteen 
weeks e.g. a course which has three lecture hours per week is a three credit 
course. A semester runs for fourteen weeks of instruction and one week for 
the end-of-semester examinations.  

5.2.3.2.2  The number of credits in each academic year is not fixed but, 
depending on the organization of courses in a given year, will be                   
approximately 40 credits in the first and second years and approximately 32 
credits in the third year. 112 is the minimum number of credits to obtain the 
Bachelorsô degree  in Kenya in three years.  
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5.2.3.3 Core Courses  
5.2.3.3.1  Attendance in all the courses listed as core courses in each 
academic year is obligatory. Hence, all candidates registered for the             
programme must be examined for the award of the Bachelorôs Degree. The 
core courses offered shall be indicated in the academic calendar.  
 
5.2.3.3.2  Credit Transfer/ Exemption from Courses:  Students, who 
have recently studied theology in a Faculty of Theology or in a Seminary, may 
seek exemption from some courses. They must submit their written request to 
the Dean along with the relevant transcripts for review. If an exemption is 
granted, they will be required to write a paper in each of the courses by     
making  arrangements with the lecturer concerned.  The maximum number of 
transferred credits from another university may not exceed 49% of the total 
specified number of credits for the program.  
 
5.2.3.4 Elective Courses  
5.2.3.4.1  An Elective course consists of one credit, taught in double 
periods once a week for seven weeks, each semester. A one-hour examination 
shall be taken at the end of the course.  
 
5.2.3.4.2  Students are required to take a minimum of four elective 
courses for the three year study period, that is, at least one elective course 
each academic year. Third Year students may register for elective courses only 
in the first semester. Students may register for additional       electives courses 
and/or as an audit, i.e. without offering themselves for final assessment, if the 
timetable permits.  
 
5.2.3.4.3  Registration of elective courses for both semesters              
commences during the first semester of the academic year. Academic          
Adviserôs signature required. Classes begin in the second week of each        
semester.  
 
5.2.3.5 Seminar Courses  
 
5.2.3.5.1  A Seminar consists of three-hour sessions of presentation and 
discussion once a week for ten weeks. The seminar paper of about 2000 words 
should be submitted on the date indicated in the academic calendar.  
 
5.2.3.5.2  Students are required to take a minimum of three seminar 
courses in the three-year study period, that is, at least one seminar each      
academic year. Third Year students may register for seminar  courses only in 
the first semester. Students may register for additional seminar courses and/
or as an audit i.e. without offering themselves for final assessment, if the time-
table permits.  
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5.2.3.5.3 Registration of seminars for both semesters commences during the 
first week of the academic year. Academic Adviserôs signature required. Clas-
ses begin in the second week of each semester. 
 
5.2.3.6 Biblical Greek  
5.2.3.6.1  Competence in Greek is often demanded in graduate studies. 
Hekima College students are expected to have at least four credits of Biblical 
Greek as a core course.  
 
5.2.3.6.2  Biblical Greek is the elementary level of the study and is a 
four -credit course which extends over the first academic year.  
 
5.2.3.7  Pastoral Fieldwork  
5.2.3.7.1  During the vacation at the end of the first year (MayïAugust), 
students will be required to have six weeks of pastoral insertion placement. In 
addition to their pastoral work and insertion, they will make an analysis of 
their pastoral institutions.  
5.2.3.7.2  The pastoral placement will provide the basis for pastoral and 
theological reflection which will be written up and presented for discussion 
with the members of the class during the first semester of the second year.  
5.2.3.7.3  Three credits are assigned to this work. In order to integrate 
theory and practice, Hekima students are expected to engage in ongoing  
pastoral work during the three years of theological studies.  
 
5.2.3.8 Written Work  
5.2.3.8.1  Written work may be submitted in English (or French with 
the approval of the lecturer). Two types of written work are expected of every 
student.  
5.2.3.8.2  The first consists of short written exercises which a lecturer 
may set from time to time. These are designed to help the student keep up 
with the material being treated. These exercises are expected to encourage 
active, personal participation in the course and to facilitate personal research. 
The exercises may take the form of brief reflection papers, library exercises, 
short book reviews and comments. The marks awarded will count for the    
continuous assessment requirement of the course.  
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5.2.3.8.3  The second type of written work consists of more substantial 
reflection or research papers. During the first three weeks of the course, the 
lecturers define the dimensions of the paper and their expectations. After four 
weeks of the semester, students will give the lecturer the titles of the papers 
they intend to write.   
 
5.2.3.8.4  Requirements for papers are as follows:  
Lecturers may require students to write up to a maximum of 1000 words per 
credit associated with each course.  Thus , for a two-credit course, a maximum 
of 2000 words may be required in written assignments.  
 
5.2.3.8.5  Papers must be handed in on or before the date indicated on 
the course outline  which is presented by the lecturer in the first week of the 
semester.  
 
5.2.3.8.6  The deadline for submitting papers must be at least a week be
-fore the study week. After this date, lecturers do not accept papers directly 
from the students. They should be handed in through the Dean of the School 
of Theology.  
a. Students are encouraged to spread out their papers over the semester, in 

order to reduce congestion at the end of the semester and to prevent     
interference with examination preparation.  

b. There shall be a penalty for handing in papers after the deadline. One 
mark will be deducted for each weekday after the prescribed date, that is 
five marks per week.  

 
5.2.3.9 Language  
 
The language of instruction is English. However, some Elective and Seminar 
courses may be offered in French depending on the lecturer of the course. 
 
5.2.3.10 Academic Advisor  

An academic advisor in Hekima College accompanies the students throughout 
their academic programme. The student meets the academic     advisor to   
discuss their study plans. Beyond meeting at registration time,    students are 
encouraged to meet with their advisors more often through the school year to 
discuss their academic experiences. The students should consult the academic 
advisor about the programme, especially when writing a long paper, and any 
questions of an academic nature.  The advising system presumes   

responsibility, maturity and broad   experience of the individual student.  
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5.2.4 Academic Regulations  

5.2.4.1 Academic Integrity Students at Hekima College are expected to 
have high standards of academic integrity. Any student involved in any form 
of cheating or plagiarism on assignments or examinations violates intellectual 
honesty as stated in the Student Handbook.  

5.2.4.2 Impersonation during examinations will result in expulsion from the 
College by the Academic Board.  

5.2.4. 3 Attendance of Lectures  

5.2.4.4 Lecture attendance is mandatory and students should have a roll -call 
form to sign for lecture attendance. It is the prerogative of each             

department to establish and make more stringent its policy for lecture         
attendance, texts, examinations, deadlines for reports, and  

specific              departmental requirements. It is the lecturerôs responsibility to 
make known to the students, the faculty and departmental policy pertaining 
to a particular course during the first lecture.  

5.2.4.5 Absence: Students must not absent themselves from scheduled  

lectures without sufficient reason and prior notification to the Head of         
Department and the lecturer of the concerned course. A student who misses ӎ 
(one third) of a course cumulatively or continuously in a semester forfeits the 
right to sit for the examination in that course, and must repeat the course the 
next time it is offered.  

5.2.4.6 Illness: A student who is absent from class on grounds of      illness 
must submit a medical  report from an authorized practitioner to the Head of 
Department and this is authenticated by the Dean of Faculty to       enable the 
student resume studies after recovery. These documents will be forwarded to 
the Registrar.  

5.2.5 Assessment  

Continuous assessment may take the form of tests, written work (in line with 
5.2.3.8.4 above), class presentations or group work, or a combination of the 
four, with the provision that the amount of work does not exceed what would 
be required in the writing of a paper of the maximum length for the course.  
The ratio of continuous to final assessment must be indicated to the students 
in the course outline. 
Final assessment may be in the form of either an oral or a written  
examination. The lecturer will inform the students of the examination type in 
the course outline.  
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5.2.5.1 Grading System for Second - and Third -Year Students

5.2.5.2 Grading System for First -Year Students  
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A:ï First Class Honours  
This category indicates that the candidate has not only excelled in his under-
standing of the material by his diligence and competence but has 
shown originality  and an exceptional capacity for study and gives promise of 
the ability for research.  
B:ï Second Class Honours, Upper Division  
This category indicates that the candidate, while not in the first rank of           
students, has nevertheless shown a capacity for study and a comprehensive 
grasp of the material and is certainly above the average student in the  
programme. 
C:ï Second Class Honours, Lower Division  
This category indicates that the candidate has a competent knowledge of the 
basic material in the course and is able to handle the ordinary difficulties that 
may be posed. 
D:ï Pass in relation to the final award  
This category indicates that the candidate has attained an adequate knowledge 
of the basic material in the course and is familiar with the main issues  
involved in the various subjects. 
 
5.2.5.3  A mark below 40 indicates that the candidate has not yet            
demonstrated the required knowledge of the basic material in the course. the 
required knowledge of the basic material in the course.  
5.2.5.4 A second failure in a core course necessitates transferring to the      
Certificate Programme.  
 
5.2.6 Examination Regulations  
5.2.6.1 Re -marking  
A student who requests the re-marking of an examination and/or a semes-
ter paper should address the complaint in writing to the Dean of the Facul-
ty/Head of Department. The Head of Department in liaison with the                  
Departmental Examination Board and Registrar will then determine wheth-
er a remarking is in order. The reasons advanced must strongly justify               
remarking as the best alternative. The application for a re-mark should be 
done within 2 weeks from the release of results. In a re-mark, a student can 
expect the grade to be raised, lowered, or remain unchanged but this grade 
remains final.  
5.2.6.2 Supplementary Examinations  
Students who fail to attain the pass mark for a given course shall take          
supplementary examinations when on offer, or as indicated on the academic 
calendar. The Registrar will release the names of students who are required to 
sit supplementary examinations and shall notify them the date for the           
supplementary examinations or as indicated on the academic calendar.       
Success in a supplementary examination will earn the candidate a PASS as the 
final mark on the course. A student may only do a supplementary examination 
once for each course. 
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5.2.6.3 Special Examinations  
If a student misses the semester examinations due to illness or an accident, 
he/she must inform the Head of Department in writing, as far as possible 
within the next 48 hours after the examination, producing evidence of the rea-
sons for missing the examination. The approval of the Head of Department 
shall be forwarded to the Registrar and the student will be allowed to sit for a 
special examination. 
 
Please note the fees that accompany the above exercises.  
 
5.2.6.4 Repeating Courses  
A student is allowed to repeat courses in case they failed the supplementary 
examination. The request to retake a course is submitted in writing to the 
Head of Department before registration of the course.  
 
All grades are retained on the permanent academic record and the result of 
the final attempt in repeating the course is the studentsô ranking in the course. 
The highest mark for a repeated course shall be the PASS mark.  
 
5.2.6.5 Discontinuation  
The highest mark for a student shall be the pass mark for a repeated course. If 
a student fails to obtain the PASS mark in a retaken course, he/she shall be 
discontinued from the degree programme.  
 
Failure to take an examination at the scheduled time will result in an ñFò 
grade. Requests to take an examination late without a valid and justifiable 
reason will not be granted. An accumulation of seven (7) ñFò grades will result 
in discontinuation from the College.  
 
5.2.6.6 Final Examinations  
For admission to the third year Final Examination, students shall have com-
pleted three academic years and circumstances where exceptions are granted 
and shall have passed in all the core courses of the programme. 
 
5.2.6.7  The Final Examination shall be a Comprehensive Examination, cov-
ering material in Scripture, Systematic and Moral Theology from all three 
years of the candidates' programme of studies. 
a. A three-hour Written Examination in which two questions from each of 

the three sections of the Syllabus will be proposed. The candidates will 
answer two questions chosen from different sections. 

b. An Oral Examination for the Comprehensives shall be undertaken  
        thereafter. Each candidate shall be examined by a panel of at least three       
examiners for a period of one hour. 
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c. If a candidate has failed either the oral or  the written examination s/he 
will be notified and invited to present him/herself for the supplementary 
oral or written examination, whichever applies.  

d.    The supplementary written and oral comprehensive examinations are         
held a maximum of two weeks after the final oral comprehensive examination. 
 
 
5.2.6.8 The awarding of the final grade will be a combination of the results 
obtained in the courses over the three years and of the Comprehensive Exami-
nation in a proportion of 60% and 40% respectively. In the Comprehensive 
Examination, the distribution of marks for Written and Oral Examinations 
will be in the ratio 1:1, that is, 20% Written and 20% Oral Examinations.  
5.2.6.9 In computing the part of the final result coming from the  
accumulated credits of the three years, the results of all the core courses will 
be taken into account and the best results of the auxiliary courses, to a total of 
one hundred and twelve (112) credits. 
5.2.6.10 In the computation of results for the final award, the marks for the 
various courses will be combined according to a coefficient proportionate to 
the number of credits assigned to each course or activity.  
5.2.6.11 Hekima College does not recommend a student for admission to an 
academic Masters or Licentiate Programme at another institution unless at 
least a Second Class Honours, Upper Division (Grade B) has been achieved in 
the degree course. (This does not necessarily imply acceptance in the  
applicant's institution of choice.)  
 
5.2.6.12 Course Monitoring and Student Feedback  
Studentsô feedback is a vital part of course monitoring. Upon the completion 
of each course, students are required to complete evaluation forms.  
The studentsô evaluation for each course are to be handed in to the Dean of 
the Faculty or the Head of Department (where applicable) who is the  
chairperson of the Evaluation Committee.  
After analyzing the evaluation forms, the Dean/Head of Department shall 
compile a report and give a copy to the lecturer and another to the Principal.  
 
5.2.7  Requirements for Graduation  
5.2.7.1 All students at Hekima College are expected to complete their  
graduation requirements before the end of their course duration.  
 
5.2.7.2  For conferment of a College degree, the candidate must have  
satisfactorily fulfilled all academic requirements of the department in which 
the applicant is enrolled, paid all outstanding dues to the College, and  
completed the clearance form and submitted it to the office of the Registrar on 
or before the latest date to apply for graduation as announced in the Academic  
Calendar.

5.2.9.1  First Year Courses  
(Revelation in Christ)  

 
 

First Semester  
 
TB1011: Introduction to the Old Testament and the Pentateuch  
Chukwuemeka Orji SJ      4 Credits  
 
Aim: The course ñIntroduction to the Old Testament and Pentateuchò aims to 
inculcate in students a continued familiarity with and a critical reading of the 
Old Testament (OT) texts, with a particular focus on the Pentateuch. For the 
said purpose, the course will engage the OT from literary, socio-historical, and 
theological points of view.  
 
Content : A general introduction to the Old Testament will set the tone of the 

course. The cultural context of the OT will then expand the study arena to  

situate the OT in its wider context of the Ancient Near East (ANE). Then, the 

socio-historical and religious dimensions of the OT will be pursued. Origin 

and development, canonicity and inspiration of the OT will then round off the 

first major part of the course. The focus during the second part of the course 

will narrow down to the first five books of the OTðthe Pentateuch. Among the 

various themes within this section, Creation, Patriarchal -Matriarchal          

narratives, Exodus Event, Law, and Worship will be dealt with at length.  

 
TS1020: Fundamental Theology: Revelation and Faith  
Peter Knox SJ       4 Credits  
 
Aim : To explore the questions of grounding in reason the revealed truths and 
the practice of the Christian Faith in this óscientific ageô of religious pluralism; 
and of fragmented individual and communal identities.  
 
Content : We shall revisit the fundamental elements of the concept of Revela-
tion through the careful reading of Dei Verbum from Vatican II and Fides et 
Ratio  of Pope John Paul II, as continuous with the historical development of 
the Tradition of the Church. A sign of divine communication and human  
response presents complexity, just as the notion of reason does. 
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TP1040: Pastoral Theology  
Bienvenu  Matanzonga SJ      3 Credits  
 
Aim : To challenge students to develop appropriate pastoral attitudes, values 
as well as practical skills to explore, discover and understand social and       
ecclesial issues leading to practical actions for human and Church                
development. To train competent pastoral agents (the laity, religious and 
priests). 
 
Content : Nature and function of Pastoral Theology; Subject Matter, method 
and sources of Pastoral Theology: Historical Evolution of Pastoral Theology; 
Vatican II as the Decisive turning point in Pastoral Theology; Pastoral        
Theology and other disciplines (theological and non-theological disciplines); 
Models of Ministry; Ministerial Priesthood and co -responsibility 
(collaborative ministry); Pastor/Priest: qualities, roles, functions, etc.;        
Pastoral challenges of the 21st Century African Context; Pastoral Care for    
different groups and need situations. 
 
Ts1021: African Christian Theology  
Laurenti Magesa       2 Credits  
 
Aim : History, methods, trends, evaluation and perspectives on African    
Christian Theology and Hermeneutics 
 
Content : Having investigated the historical genesis of African Christian The-
ology, we will justify the motivations of African Christian Theology in general, 
particularly through the investigation of its main trends such as African     
Inculturation Theology, African Liberation Theology and African Theology of 
Reconstruction. Then we will evaluate its strengths and weaknesses and    
finally, search for new ways in African Theology with the framework of a  
Theology of Birthing the Homo Novus in the African Context through the  
articulation of the Word of God with African Spirituality and ways of thought, 
Western Dogmatics, African Christology, Pastoral, Preaching and Spirituality, 
African Context and Challenges of Justice and Peace. To achieve this goal we 
will use holistic hermeneutics that is anthropotheocosmic.  
 
TE1030: Fundamental Moral Theology I  
Gaspar Sunhwa SJ       2 Credits  
 
Aim : To know they should behave, people rely on various sources of moral 
instruction. Christians in particular often refer to the Scriptures, and to the 
commandments they formulate. This course will examine what the Pontifical 
Biblical Commission has described as the biblical roots of Christian conduct. 
Content : Briefly, by way of reminder of previous studies, we will consider  
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how nature, society and reason shape moral behavior. The focus of the course  
however will be on biblical teaching. First, the moral teaching of the Old     
Testament will be analyzed, as it is given in the Pentateuch, the Prophets and 
the Books of Wisdom: through laws, admonitions and appeals to good       
common sense the Israelites have been called to live as Godôs covenantal    
people. Then the gospels and Pauline literature put forward the figure of 
Christ, calling the faithful to conform their life to his, because he is the image 
of God. In this way, the foundations of Christian morality will be established.

Second Semester  
 
TP1041: Introduction to Pastoral Counselling  
Bienvenu Mantanzonga SJ      2 Credits  
 
Aim:  This course will introduce students to the field of counselling, and will 
focus on both its clinical and pastoral perspectives. 
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Content:  The first part of the course will develop the history, the main 
schools and the ethical and legal issues of counselling. The second part will 
discuss a generic of psychological disorders, and will suggest how to treat  
them in the short term or in long term counselling. The third part of the 
course will spotlight similarities and differences between the counselling    
profession and other spiritual relationships and approaches, including       
spiritual direction, confessions, etc. Finally, the last part of this course will 
focus on an ñincarnatedò counselling in an African context. Basically, this last 
part will provide a critical yet constructive analysis of counselling as            
developed in the Western world and discuss how Africa may use its              
philosophy and belief system to foster an effective counselling system. 
 
TB1010: Introduction to the New Testament and the Synoptics  
Johny Thachuparamban, CMI     4 Credits  
 
Aim : This course is designed to introduce students to the New Testament as a 
whole and supply them the introductory information with regard to the per -
son, teaching and the work of Jesus of Nazareth as experienced and handed 
down by the early church through the first three gospels (Synoptics). Students 
must be acquainted with some methods for the interpretation of these gospels 
as well as their major themes. 
 
Content : 
a. General Background: Significance of the study of the New Testament; the 

formation of the New Testament Canon, an overview of the entire NT. 
b. The Synoptic Gospels: the Synoptic problem and its solutions; literary 

forms and different methods applied in understanding each gospel,       
authorship, date, structure and intended audience of each gospel.  

c. This course will look at the composition, structure, style and themes of 
Markôs gospel with particular reference to Markôs Christology, the         
theology of passion and theology Christian discipleship. This study will 
also focus on the structure and major themes of the Matthean text with a 
particular attention to the infancy narrative.  And finally this study will 
deal with the structure and major themes of the Lukan text with a          
particular attention to the infancy narrative.  

 
TH1060: Church History: Patristic Period  
Joseph Mpala Ngulu       2 Credits  
 
Aim : The course will treat the development of the Church and of its teaching 
up to the year 500AD. It will complement the dogmatic treatises by placing 
the Churchôs growth, teaching, controversies, heresies and councils in their 
historical setting.  
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TS1023: Christology  
Zoachim Zoundi SJ       4 Credits  
 
Aim  
Jesus Christ is the foundation of Christian faith, the Mediator of Salvation. 
We need to know him not only trough spiritual experience but also through 
óscientificô knowledge which is never mere historicism. In a world that is  
increasingly relativist faith -based knowledge combined with reason-based 
knowledge will allow us to bear effective witness. This course aims at helping 
students grapple with the reasonability of faith in Jesus as the Christ and  
synthesize some right understanding of Christ most useful for their future 
pastoral work.  
 
Content  
The study will be systematic, going from the Biblical considerations to the  

Fathers of the Church up to todayôs Christology in the Church. The tradition of 

the Church will occupy central stage in our approach to Christology. After  

reviewing the essential elements of the discipline we will look at some local 

Christologies in order to deepen further our knowledge of Christ within our 

respective cultures. In short, our endeavour will consist of the necessary  

combined use of reason and faith in the study of Christology for the purposes 

of proclamation and witnessing. Raymond Brown, Walter Kasper, Gerald 

OôCollins and Walfhart Pannenberg will be our main authors on the             

systematic aspect, while Kwame Bediako and some others will serve as basis 

for African Christology.  

 
TL1050: General Liturgy  and the Norms for the Sacraments  
Wilfred Sumani SJ       3 Credits  
 
Aim  
The course purports to introduce students to the broad principles, norms and 
historical development of the Churchôs liturgical tradition, in order to show 
how worship is an important space for expressing and cultivating the Churchôs 
vision of God, humanity and the world. Liturgical reforms will be privileged 
moments to understand how shifts in the Churchôs theology and worldview 
influence the Churchôs law of prayer (lex orandi ).  
 
Content  
The main components of the course are as follows: principles and sources of 
liturgy, historical development of liturgical traditions (with special emphasis 
on reforms), the liturgical year, dynamics of ritual programmes and              
inculturation.  
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TE1031: Fundamental Moral Theology II  
Gaspar Sunhwa SJ       2 Credits  
 
Aim : The Spirit is at work in the Bible, but also in the history of the Church. 
Through the centuries, situations have arisen which needed new responses. 
The Church could only formulate them by being sensitive to the guidance of 
the Spirit. When we understand how this has worked in the past, we open  
ourselves to his guidance today. 
 
Content: The Church is called to lead Godôs people to fulfillment in God. 
During the first centuries, the Fathers of the Church have tried to discern for 
the faithful the way to the City of God. Later, in the Penitentials, monks  
emphasized the gravity of sin. Scholasticism showed how a life of virtue fits in 
Godôs plan for creation. In a rather legalistic way, the manuals laid down rules 
for Christian life. Vatican II emphasized that morality does not only seek  
individual perfection, but contributes to the life of the world. In this  
perspective, answers can be given to todayôs questions concerning, for  
example, the universal value of Christian morality.  
 
TBG1001 : Biblical Greek II  
Kabamba Nshimbi SJ      2 Credits  
 
Continuation from Biblical Greek I  
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5.2.9.2 Second Year Courses  
(The Church, the Sacrament of Christ)  

 
 

First Semester  
 
TS2020: Sacramental Theology and Seven Sacraments  
Ingrid Vorner, SA       5 Credits  
 
Aim : To analyse the sacraments from the perspective of the profound         
appreciation of the symbolic which is inherent in the Catholic tradition and 
which is of central importance for their proper celebration.  
 
Content : Much of the richness of human existence arises from the meaning 
found in the symbols by which human beings live. After considering the     
historical development of the practice and the understanding of the             
sacraments and the important contributions of anthropology and the social 
sciences to understanding how the sacraments function, we will develop a   
sacramental theology. 
 
Central to this theology will be a consideration of the seven sacraments as 
originating from Christ, who is the primordial sacrament of Godôs love, and 
from the Church, which is the fundamental sacrament of Christôs ongoing 
presence in the World, and a development of what the sacraments effect in 
virtue of their being symbolic actions.  
 
 
TB2010: Historical Books and Major Prophets  
Kabamba Nshimbi SJ      3 Credits  
 
Aim : To understand the phenomenon called ñprophecyò and the prophetic 
texts of the Hebrew Bible, this course (i) situates the prophetic phenomenon 
within its larger cultural context (ANE); (ii) engages select texts from the    
former and the latter prophets: (iii) underscores the textsô import for both 
their purported contexts as well as ours. 
 
Content : 
a. ñProphecyò in ANE and in the Hebrew Bible 
b. Former Prophets (Joshua, Judges, 1-2 Samuel, 1-2 Kings) and Latter 
Prophets (Major and Minor Prophets)  
c. Close reading of select texts and teasing out their theological import(s) 
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TP2040: Theological Reflection on Pastoral Fieldwork  
Bienvenu Matanzonga SJ      3 Credits  

Aim : To aid students to undertake an evaluative reflection on their pastoral 
experiences. 
 
Content : The evaluative reflection will consist of three stages: 
a. The facilitator will set the stage for a conversation of the theological issues 
arising from studentsô pastoral experiences.  

b. Each student will distribute a one -page summary of her/his pastoral    
experience to the class a week before her/his presentation (discussing a 
draft of the summary with the facilitator is highly recommended).  

c. Each student will be invited to present the outcome of her/his pastoral 
experience to the class, engaging it in a conversation around issues arising 
from the experience.  

 
 
TP2041 : Leadership and Management  
Florence Mpaayei, Adieri Bwibo, Fidelis Udahemuka  4 credits  
 
Aim:  
To prepare men and women, religious and lay, to become competent leaders 
and managers in Church organisations, non-Church organisations and         
self-help projects. By placing particular emphasis on the Jesuit tradition of 
social transformation, it helps in preparing persons -with -and-for-others, with 
a sense of duty and vocation from God.  
 
Content: In three separate modules, the course covers the basics of           
leadership, governance, and management. At the end of the course, students 
present a project proposal to a panel of examiners, which should demonstrate 
mastery of all three modules.  
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TS2022: Ecumenism  
Margaret Aringo, FSJ      2 Credits  
 
Aim: This course is designed to introduce students to the historical             
development of ecumenism, the key Catholic documents since Vatican II, and 
some examples of ecumenical dialogue. 
 
Content : 
a. Definitions: ecumenism, ecumenical dialogue, unity  
b. A brief history of Christian divisions  
c. Ecumenism before the Second Vatican Council 
d. World Council of Churches (WCC) 
e. Vat II and ecumenism 
f. Development after Vat II (key Catholic documents)  
g. Examples of Dialogue  

 
 

Second Semester  
TE2030: Sexual Morality, Marriage and the Family  
Gaspar Sunhwa SJ  4 Credits  

 
Our approach in this course will be both theological and pastoral. After     
giving an exposé of the historical development of marriage in the Catholic 
Church, we will discuss the understanding of marriage in traditional Africa. 
What ideals do the two share? Finally, we will look as some particular vexing 
issues relating to the institution of marriage in contemporary Africa:     
namely, sexual morality (sexuality), premarital sexual relations, plural     
marriages (polygamy), leviratic unions, broken marriages, prostitution,           
homo-sexuality, and HIV/AIDS. We need to propose some pastoral          
approaches to these and other issues related to marriage and sexuality in 
Africa.  
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TS2021: Ecclesiology  and Mariology  
Dominic Tomuseni SJ      4 Credits  
 
Aim : To explore the Churchôs evolving self-understanding through history: 
From an informal group of friends of the Nazarene to a fully -fledged            
inter -national institution that has never lost its  identity as One, Holy,       
Catholic and Apostolic. Following the example of Lumen Gentium , Mariology 
is considered as a special topic within ecclesiology. 
Content : 
a. The historical Jesus ï the Kingdom and the Resurrection 
b. Several theories of the foundation of the Church 
c. The ñeschatological community of salvationò (what is salvation?) 
d. The first -generation ñChurch the apostles left behindò: Brown 
e. The development of the Five Churches 
f. Some sociology: Church - community and society; Marx, Weber  
g. The Charismatic element in the Church: Rahner 
h. Vatican II: Lumen Gentium  
i. Vatican II: Gaudium et Spes 
j. Models of the Church: Herald, Servant and Institution  
k. Models: Sacrament, Communion and Community of disciples 
l. Synods: Ecclesia in Africa  and Africae Munus  
m. Mariology: A developing tradition from Ephesus to Pius XII  
n. Mariology: Chapter XIII of Lumen Gentium  
o. Mariology: Marialis Cultus  and the Czňstochowa Declaration 
 
 

TB2012: The Pauline Writings  
Margaret Aringo, FSJ  4 Credits  

 
Aim: To investigate through the thirteen óPauline lettersô some main themes 
like Christ, Justification, Predestination, Law, Church, Ethics and              
Eschatology. 

 
Content: We will examine the earliest letters as well as the great ones like 
Romans and Galatians using Tendency Criticism (Tendenzkritik ) to grasp 
the ideological context of the Pauline Churches and Paul's Theology in the 
framework of the history of religions (Judaism and Hellenistic Mystery 
Cults). We will consider the development history of Pauline Theology, its 
reception in the course of Church history and its relevance to the African 
context especially regarding Pastoral (kerygma, diakonia, leiturgia,         
koinonia ), Spiritual Care, Church Leadership, and Theologizing, since Paul 
was the first Christian theologian and the apostle of the Gentiles. 
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TS2023: The Self -Revelation of the Triune God  
Ingrid Vorner, SA  2 Credits  

 
Aim: To inquire into the doctrine of the Trinity as a way to articulate what  
it means to be saved by God through Christ in the power of the Holy Spirit 

 
Content : 
a. The self-revelation of the Triune God as the Christian doctrine of God  
b. The biblical and liturgical origins of the doctrine of the Trinity  
c. The essential unity between the mystery of salvation and the mystery of 

God  
d. Development of Trinitarian doctrine  
e. Living Trinitarian faith by being transformed in Christ through the life in 

the Spirit  
f. Praising and worshiping the Triune God and the need for ethical        

transformation  
 
TC2071: Canon Law: History and Norms  
James Campbell SJ       2 Credits  
 
Aim : The first section will serve as an introduction to the meaning and place 
of Church Law in the Catholic Community. Institutes of Consecrated Life, and 
of Societies of Apostolic Life will be examined according to the Code of Canon 
Law (1983). 
 
Content: Churches, as human communities, require rules. This applies to 
the com-munity of the Catholic Church. The relationship between Theology 
and Church Law will be examined. 
To be useful for the practical operation of the community, Church Law must 
be based not only on sound theological knowledge but also on a realistic     
perception of the practical strength of the members of the community: on a 
creative talent to articulate needed norms and on a prudential judgment for 
their interpretation and implementation. There will be an introduction to the 
General Norms in Book 1 of the Code of Canon Law (1983). 
The Code of Canon Law, Book II, Part III - Canons 573 to 746 - will form a 
basis for this part of the course. The following items will be stressed: the   
spiritual dimension of law; the nature of consecrated life; respect for the   
special characteristics of each institute; Charism and mission; Subsidiarity, 
that is the use of proper law; Corresponsibility in government of institutes 
that is the representation and cooperation of its members; equality between 
men and women institutes. The various forms of living Consecrated Life in        
Religious Institutes, Secular Institutes and Societies of Common Life will be 
explained and the laws governing each of these sections will be treated in 
some depth. 
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TH2060: Medieval Church History, 500 -1500  
Jean Luc Enyegue SJ      2 Credits  
 
Aim : To introduce the main themes of this period, half of the Churchôs history. 
 
Content : 
a. End of the Roman Empire  
b. Conversion of the barbarians of Europe  
c. Schism between the churches of East and West  
d. Christian society, spiritual life  
e. Religious order  
f. Intellectual developments  
g. Relations between Church and State  
h. Government of the Church  
i. Dissent and heresy  
j. Christendom and the wider world  
 
TB2012: The Minor Prophets     1 Credit  
Kabamba Nshimbi SJ  
 
A study of the minor prophets, and the transistion from the Old to the New  
Testament. 
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5.2.9.3 Third Year Courses  
(Life in Christ)  

 
First Semester  
 
TS3020: Christian Anthropology and Eschatology  
Joachim Zoundi SJ       4 Credits  
Aim:  To introduce and deepen studentsô knowledge of the human person in 
the light of Godôs revelation. There always is a vital relationship between the  
Creator and creatures including the human creature. Our foundation is the 
history of salvation: Creation, fall (sin and death), redemption and               
eschatology, taking into account the mystery of grace and the theological    
virtues. 
 
Content:  
The course will attempt to elucidate some basic concepts of Christian  

anthropology such as creation, sin and redemption. After these, we shall  

explore the last events of the last time traditionally called ñthe last thingsò 

studied under Eschatology. Scripture and Church Tradition will serve as  

common fount to review these themes ï without excluding other  

contemporary resources working for the same purpose in a broader sense. 

Christological elements will be recalled for the clear reason that Christ is the 

destiny, realization and fullness of humanity. In this way the ground of human 

dignity as ñimage of Godò and even way to God will be demonstrated in clear 

light.  

 
TB3010: The Johannine Writings  
Johny Thachuparamban, CMI     4 Credits  
 
Aim : To introduce the students in a comprehensive study of the Fourth     
Gospel in order to ascertain that the evangelistôs purpose spelt out in 20:31 ñé 
so that you may believeéò runs throughout the Gospel. It also aims to           
understand what is behind the downward movement of the Logos., not only in 
the Prologue, but throughout the whole gospel. 

Content : 
i)  Preliminary considerations: Introductory questions and four                 

hermeneutical principles in reading the gospel of John; the uniqueness of 
the gospel of John; relationship between John and the Synoptics; the 
question of authorship and the formation of the gospel, purpose and the 
audience of the gospel, literary techniques used in the gospel and its 
structure.   
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ii)  Study of the major texts (themes) in the gospel: 
 
For example: Prologue (Jn 1,1-18) ; the Call to Discipleship (Jn 1,35-51);  
Jesusô first sign at Cana (Jn 2,1-11); Jesusô cleansing of the Temple (Jn 2,13-
22); Jesus and Nicodemus (Jn 3); Jesus and Samaritan Woman (Jn 4,1-42); 
the discourse on the bread of life (Jn 6,35-58); the healing of the blind man 
(Jn 9,1-41); the story of the adulterous woman (7,53- 8,11);  the loving touch 
of Jesusô humanity as revealed in the sign of raising Lazarus (Jn 11,1-44); the 
last supper and Jesusô washing of the feet (Jn 13,1-20) ; Jesus the true Vine 
(Jn 15,1-8); Jesusô Great Prayer  to his Father (Jn 17,1-26);  St. Thomas, the 
Spokesman of the Faith of the Christian Community (Jn 20,24 -29). 

 
iii)  Introduction to the letters of John and the book of Revelation with their 

major themes 
 
 
TH3060: Church History: Age of Reform  
Joseph Mpala Ngulu       2 Credits  
 
Aim : To acquaint the student with some of the dominant themes, concerns 
and structures in the Church during the Age of Reform. 
 
Content : The Church on the eve of the reformation, nominalism,   
renaissance and humanism, biblical movements, Erasmus, Luther, Zwingli, 
Ana-baptism, Calvin, Reformation in England, Catholic Reform, Carmelite 
Renewal in Spain, Jesuits and Trent, Age of Discoveries and Missions. 
 
TC3070: Canon Law on Marriage and Consecrated Life  
Jacinta Opondo, FSA       2 Credits  
 
Aim : To introduce the Church Law on Matrimony according to the Code of 
Canon Law (1983). Emphasis will be put on pastoral practice, with special 
reference to the African context. 
 
Content : 
A short history of marriage as an institution will be given, followed by views 
and values found in the African context. The Churchôs legislation and norms, 
which exist to safeguard the substance and ends of the sacrament of Christian 
Marriage, will be presented. The course will seek to foster an understanding 
of the particular values that the norms are meant to serve. Without such an 
understanding no true appreciation of the laws is possible. 
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This legislation is found in óThe Code of Canon Lawô, Book IV, Title VII      
Marriage, Canons 1055 to 1062: and from Chapters I to X, in Canons 1063 to 
1165. 
 
Pastoral orientation will stress the concerns of marriage, especially those in 
marriage institutions in an African context: polygamy; consent; questions of 
unity and solubility; possibility of divorce/separation in traditional            
marriages, including childless marriages; rights arising from the equality of 
sexes in marriage. 
 
TP3041: Homiletics  
Wilfred Sumani SJ       4 Credits  
 
Aim  
This course aims at helping students to discover and develop homiletic       
approaches capable of making the Word of God incarnate in the lives of the 
people of our time.  
 
Content  
The course will explore biblical foundations of the ministry of preaching,   
continuities and discontinuities between the Bible and the Lectionary.      
Magisterial documents on this ministry will also be reviewed along with the 
contribution of various scholars in the field of homiletics. Models of preaching 
from different ecclesial communities, Catholic and otherwise, will be featured 
so as to help students to see the different ways of crafting and delivering     
sermons. Every student will also have an opportunity to prepare and present a 
homily on a given theme.   
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Second Semester  
 
TB3011: Wisdom Books  
Kabamba Nshimbi SJ      4 Credits  
 
Aim : To initiate students in the study of the wisdom literature of Israel    
compared with the Near Eastern and African wisdom; to provide a critical 
introduction to the biblical wisdom literature by exploring the major themes; 
to discover its historical and spiritual development and its permanent        
relevance. 
 
Content : The areas covered by this course include an overview of biblical 
and extrabiblical wisdom literature, the structure and literary forms of the 
books of Proverbs, Job, Koheleth, Sirach and Wisdom, the major themes, the 
exegesis of selected chapters from these books and the development of the 
wisdom tradition in Israel.  
 
TE3030: Social Teaching of the Church  
Deogratias Rwezaura SJ      3 Credits  
 
Aim : To explore how the Christian faith informs public values in view of 
guiding the ministry of the Church in the modern world. The course will draw 
its resources from the Catholic social teaching tradition as well as other social 
sciences such as anthropology, philosophy, political science and economics. 
Special attention will be given to the problems facing African societies, the 
African church, and African cultures.  
 
Content : The course will explore the following topics:  
a. Social sin and morality underlying social structures  
b. Foundations of social ethics (human dignity, love of neighbour, and social 

conscience)  
c. Roots of ethical pluralism, cultural particularity, and multiculturalism  
d. Human rights and the common good  
e. Modern theories of social justice  
f. Religion and politics  
g. Economic development and values system  
h. Globalisation and marginalization  
i. Preferential option for the poor  
j. Ethics of war and peacemaking (Christian pacifism, just war theory,    

political realism, and religion and conflict resolution)  
k. Democratisation and governance  
l. Civil society and non-governmental organizations  
m. State sovereignty and ethical justification for humanitarian intervention  
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TH3061: Church History: Modern Period  
Festo Mkenda SJ       2 Credits  
 
Aim : To offer an overview of the major historical events that affected the 
Church during the European Modern Period and to analyse their implications 
for the development of Christianity in Africa then and today.  
 
Content :  
From the dawn of the Modern Period, European nations became increasingly 
expansionist, crossing oceans to lay claim to territories in the Americas, Asia 
and Africa. Alongside this expansionist wave was a new spirit to evangelize 
and to create a global Christendom. Yet essentially European issues like   
Galicanism, Jansenism, the Enlightment, various kinds of ñrevolutionsò and 
the very appearance of a Catholic-Protestant duality in the approach to   
evangelization often modified the unified notion of Christianity in mission 
lands. More importantly, the vision of Europe as the sole bearer and exporter 
of  legitimate cultural foundation for Christianity became increasingly        
untenable. 
The development of indigenous churches will be surveyed as local responses 
to mainstream views of Christianity, and the Second Vatican Council will be 
treated largely as an attempt by the Catholic Church to align its own centre 
with realities in its multiple cultural peripheries. The course will end with a 
survey of the impact of the Second Vatican Council on and its implications for 
Catholicism in Africa.  
 
TL3050: Christian Rituals in a Parish setting  
Wilfred Sumani SJ       4 Credits  
 
Aim:  
The course seeks to provide principles and practical tools for the preparation, 
celebration and evaluation of Christian rituals in various pastoral settings, 
especially in a parish.  
 
Content:  

The content of the course rests on three pillars: the parish as a community of 

worshippers, the art of celebrating (ars celebrandi ) and the importance of 

ministeriality in the parish  

 
a. Parish as a place of worship  
b. Structures within the parish and the need for collaboration  
c. Defining Christian rituals  
d. How to prepare for and celebrate Christian rituals like Baptism,            

Confirmation, the Holy Eucharist, marriage, anointing of the sick, funeral 
rituals/burial rites  
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TP3040: Practice of Confession  
Peter Knox SJ      4 Credits  
 
The course will involve the practice of the rites of confession and at the same 
time paying attention to the Church law governing the Sacrament of Recon-
ciliation although our emphasis will be directed to Christian extension of the 
mercy of God. The course serves to offer a general introduction to the minis-
try of Godôs mercy shown in Jesusô forgiveness of sins. 
 
We shall proceed through lectures, and students will be required to practical-
ly exercise listening to cases in the confessional box to which they are re-
quired to give right pieces of advice and absolution. The lecturer and other 
students will be expected to evaluate how the cases were handled. On the ba-
sis of these exercises, the lecturer will be responsible for the final assessment 
of the students' ability to hear confessions. 
 
TB3012: The Psalms  
Chukwuemeka Orji SJ      2 Credits  
 
Aim : This course introduces students to the Book of Psalms as an anthologi-
cal book of prayer and worship rooted in the daily experience of Israel which 
consists of lament and praise, remembrance and instructions. 
Content : 
a. The relation of the Psalms to the history of Israel  
b. Elements of Hebrew poetry  
c. Literary forms of Psalms; structure and content  
d. Pentapartite subdivision and theology of each section: Book I-V  
e. Exegesis of selected Psalms: 1-2; Psalms of ascents; great hallel  
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5.2.9.4   Elective Courses  
 
1. An Elective Course consists of one credit, taught in double periods once a 

week for seven weeks, each semester.  
2. A one-hour examination shall be taken at the end of the course.  
3. Students are required to take a minimum of  four elective courses for the 

three year study period, that is, at least one elective course each academic 
year. Third Year students are required to register for elective courses in 
the first semester only. Students may register for additional electives 
courses and/or as an ñauditò (i.e. without offering themselves for final 
assessment), if the timetable permits.  

 
Registration of electives for both semesters commences during the first week 
of the academic year. Classes begin in the second week of each semester.  
 

First Semester  
 

THE1416: Suffering, Grief and Healing: Theological and  
Psychological Perspectives  
Bienvenu Matanzonga SJ  
This course will tackle the theological and existential question: ñwhy do good 
people suffer?ò To respond to the question, the course will demonstrate how 
both theology and psychology can be effective tools in dealing with suffering 
and trauma. Often when people experience adversities and uncertainties, they 
seek refuge in God and/or in spirituality. They are affected not only physically 
and psychologically, but also spiritually. Therefore, the responses to the issues 
should also be should be tridimensional.  
Students will examine suffering and trauma from the point of view of the 
Scriptures (Lamentations, Job, the Psalms and the Gospel of John) and  
philosophical (modernism, post modernism) and theological traditions 
(Christianity, Islam, Buddhism, etc). Furthermore, the course will provide 
psychological as well as spiritual strategies to cope with suffering and trauma. 
The course will also have a theological (spiritual) look at situations of trauma 
and suffering specific to Africa, including the Rwandan genocide, massacres 
in the Democratic Republic of Congo, civil war in Central African Republic, 
consequences of HIV/AIDS and malaria in Africa, and the post-electoral  
violence in Kenya, etc.  
Finally, we will develop and discuss the existential realities of grief, loss and 
bereavement. This course will help students to process their own óunfinished 
businessô in terms of loss and bereavement and equip them, at the same time, 
with skills to accompany people who are going through suffering and grief, 
and in need of healing. 
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THE1202: Vatican II  
Peter Knox SJ

This course explores the  
dynamics that accompany the movement of texts from one ritual programme 
to another. Textual migration in the liturgy, just like Additions in the Bible, is 
accompanied by re-interpretation, textual additions, subtractions or  
modifications. These operations, in a way, mirror the challenges attending 
human migration.

Aim: This elective aims at leading students to a deeper understanding of 

Christian discernment in it various aspects in order to enable them to practice 

discernment in a better way. 

 

Content:   After a presentation of what the Bible has to say about discern-

ment and a survey of the teaching of the ancient and medieval authors on dis-

cernment, the elective will focus on Ignatian discernment. It will offer a dis-

cussion of the text and the practice of the rules for discernment of spirits and 

of the notes on election (i.e. discernment of the will of God) contained in the 

Spiritual Exercises , as well as of communal discernment on the basis of the 

Deliberation of the First Fathers.   
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Second Semester  
THE 1207: The Theology of Karl Rahner  

Ingrid Vorner, SA  

Aim:  

The aim of the course consists in introducing students to the theology of Karl 
Rahner in order to enable them to appreciate his impact on 20th century 
theology and to assess the possible significance of his theology for theological 
reflection in their own respective contexts.  

Content: 

The course will start with a short overview of Rahnersôs life. It will then 
address the roots and sources of Rahnerôs theological thinking and discuss his 
methodology. After that, key areas of Rahnerôs theology will be studied: his 
theology of grace, revelation and faith, his christology, his contribution to the 
theology of the trinity, his ecclesiology and his sacramentology, both based on 
his theology of the symbol, his ethics, and his eschatology. 

 
THE 1212:  God, the Cross and Suffering in Modern Theology  
Robert Ssekyanzi, SJ  
Aim: This elective responds to the challenges posed by modern theologians, 
on the traditional doctrine of divine impassibility. It enables the students to 
hold a meaningful dialogue on human suffering with a firm conviction that 
the person of Jesus Christ, God suffers with us and is at the same time beyond 
human suffering. This elective underscores Christianityôs mystery in God the 
Son, which depends on our being able both to identify and distinguish the di-
vine and the human (without separation, without confusion).  
 
THE1401: Consecrated Life in the Church and in the World  
Mary Nzilani Wambua  
The aim of this course is to enable the students to discover the value of  
consecrated life in the Church and in the world. The course will focus on  
consecrated life as Godôs gift to the Church and to the world; consecrated life 
as witness of Godôs love and service as well as consecrated life in the African 
cultures. 
 
THE1415: Public Health and Social Justice  
Toussaint Kafarhire SJ  
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THE1308: Global Theology of Peace    3 credits  
An real-time online elective linking up with students and staff from Jesuit 
School of Theology at Santa Clara University. 
Selected staff from JST Santa Clara and JST Hekima will co-teach the elective. 
The elective will take place in the virtual classroom at Riara Campus on 
Tuesday and Friday evenings: 6:00-9:00 p.m.  
 
THE1313: Biological and Medical Ethics  
Lisa Fullam DVM, PhD  
Doctor Fullam is a visting professor from JST  Santa Clara. 
Considering issues in biological and medical ethics from developed-world and 
African perspectives. This elective is a prerequisite for the seminar on 
Biomedical Ethics.  
 
THE1209: Christology of the Early Councils and Its Significance for 
Inculturation  
Jairo Alberto MXY  
ñThe incarnation of the Son of God, whereby he became the Son of Man, is the 
model of all inculturationé. To summarize, the model for the inculturation of 
faith and of its manifold theological expressions is without doubt the mystery 
of Christò (Vicente Carlos Kiziku).  These words of an Angolan theologian   
inspire this elective course.  Instead of considering the dogmatic definitions of 
the early councils as static and non-practical doctrines, this elective course 
aims to draw from them inspiration for mission.  The Fathers of the Church 
struggled to comprehend the logics of the Incarnation, the condescension of 
God assuming humanity, the relation between the divine and the human and 
the consequences of the hypostatic union in the person of Christ; the answers 
they gave to this questions help us today to facilitate inculturation as the  
process in which the Gospel continues taking flesh in different cultures. The 
conviction that the doctrine of inculturation flows from Christology will  
accompany our reflections.   
 
THE1104: Luke and Acts  
Johny Thachuparamban CMI  
 
Aim: This elective is designed to allow students, already familiar with general 
New Testament studies, to specialize their knowledge in the gospel of Luke 
and Acts. 
Content:  This course introduces the contents, contexts and theologies of both 
Luke and Acts. This is achieved by the analysis of both documents, an         
examination of general characteristics of both, and an attempt to elicit their 
theological outlooks. Additionally, a number of select passages are exegeted in 
detail.  
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THE1302: Christian Ethics of the Environment  
Peter Knox SJ  
Aim:   
To elaborate a Christian environmental ethic that takes into account particu-
lar African circumstances. 
Content: 
This elective will cover the following topics: Creation and the environment - 
Genesis 1:31; Laudato Siô and other magisterial documents; Sustainability us-
ing the Brundtland Report; Climate change: mechanism and denialism; Plan-
etary Boundaries; New Creation in Christ; ñWho is my neighbourò in a global-
ised world? 
 
THE1312: Theories of Justice  
Gabriel Msoka AJ  
Aim:  
To provide the students with an adequate understanding of the concept of 
justice, grasp its full meaning and make application to building a better, thriv-
ing and a just society today. 
Content: 
For one to gain an adequate sense of justice, a multidisciplinary approach may 
be required. To this end, several species of justice will be explored. The main 
focus will be centered on the Analysis, Methods, Principles and Application .  
In its analysis, a critique of each theory will be made and strengths and flaws 
identified. Finally, an adequate understanding of justice will be constructed 
from the perspectives of Christian and African approaches. 
 
THE1509: Hidden Enemies of the Priesthood and Religious Life  
Joseph -Mary Hertzog OP  
Content:  
1. The meaning of what the priest is , and not just what the priest does. 
2. Different vices and temptations that face the Catholic priest and religious 
3. Helps for overcoming the vices when we become aware of them in our lives 
4. Examination of conscience hopefully leading to conversion and deeper inti-
macy with the Father, Son and Holy Spirit  

 
THE 1108: Biblical Geography & History: A Selection of Towns, 
Cultures and Rulers in Antiquity in Contact with the OT & NT  
Chukwuemeka Orji SJ  
Aim:  
To familiarise the student with the wider geographical, historical and cultural 
background to the biblical characters and stories that we know so well.   
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THE 1410: Small Christian Communities: A New Model of Church 
in Africa Today    
Fr. Joseph Healey and Associates  
Aim:  
To examine how Small Christian Communities (SCCs) are a ñNew  Model of 
Church in Africa Todayò and a ñNew Way of Being Church in Africa Today.ò 
To trace this key pastoral priority of SCCs in Eastern Africa. To      explore the 
practical, pastoral implications of SCCs in Africa today. To      highlight the 
growing importance of Youth Small Christian Communities (YSCCs). To pro-
vide practical SCCs resources, tools, facilitation skills and methods. 
Content:

THE1112: The Mission of Man in Genesis 1 -11  
Emmanuel Kahindo AA  
Aim:  
The first eleven chapters of the book of Genesis are often presented as a story 
of the beginning of the world and of humanity. Some scholars however have 
considered them to be Israelôs own history in the midst of nations. Such an 
approach can bring one to read these chapters as myth or as an event of the 
past which does not involve the reader. Through the narrative approach this 
course aims at underlining how Genesis 1-11 does not consist as such in re-
porting how the world was created, but in telling and recalling the mission 
God entrusts to each of us in the midst of creation: to be Godôs image.  
Content:  
The course will have three main chapters. The first one will consist in the 
reading of Genesis 1-11, in order to help students to identify some questions 
the text raises, in terms of its unity and the message the writer wanted to 
communicate to his readers. Then through the narrative approach and in the 
light of the interpretation of Genesis 1, we will see how Genesis 1-11 sounds as 
a reminder of the mission God wants the man to assume in the world. In the 
third chapter, we will analyze some chapters of this literary unity, mainly the 
so called original sin, the Cain and Abel saga, the flood story and the Babel 
wall  and see how they tell the consequences of the refusal of man to live ac-
cording to the mission God gave him. We will end with some challenges which 
Genesis 1-11 addresses to us as Africans today.  
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5.2.9.5   Seminar Courses  
 
 
1. A Seminar consists of two credits, taught in triple periods of  presentation 

and discussion once a week for ten weeks.  
2. The presentation of a seminar paper is about 2000 words; which should 

be submitted before the date indicated in the academic calendar.  
3. Students are required to register for a minimum of three seminar courses 

in the three-year study period, that is, at least one seminar each academic 
year. Third Year students may only register for seminar courses in the 
first semester. Students may register for additional seminar courses and/
or as an ñauditò (i.e. without offering themselves for final assessment), if 
the timetable permits.  

4. Registration of seminars for both semesters commences during the first 
week of the academic year; classes begin in the second week of each     
semester.

THS2211: Karl Rahnerôs Foundations of Christian Faith  

Ingrid Vorner SA  

Aim:  

This seminar aims at leading students to thorough acquaintance with 

Rahnerôs theological ñSummaò and good understanding of Rahnerôs method 

and terminology in order to enable them to critically appreciate this 

important theological work of the 20th century not only as an element of the 

history of theology, but also as a resource for their own theological practice in 

their respective contexts. 

Content: 

Students will carefully study Rahnerôs text, supported by the instructor. They 

will explore the various themes treated in the book, in particular Rahnerôs 

theology of the human person, his theology of revelation andhis theological 

account of the person, the work and the meaning of Jesus Christ. 
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THS2312: Controversial Moral Questions  

Joseph -Mary Hertzog OP  

This seminar will examine selected moral issues of concern today (such as love, 
sexuality and reproduction, health care and euthanasia, peace and justice,  
material and formal cooperation in evil, etc.) and analyze their moral  
components. The student will:  
Have a clear understanding of the sources of morality: object, end,  
circumstances 
Be able to navigate complex moral issues such as artificial reproductive  
technologies, contraception and NFP, material and formal cooperation in evil,  
killing in self -defense 

  Be able to avoid moral legalism and moral relativism without refusing to  

  answer moral questions. 

THS2410: Pastoral Theology and Reflective Practicum  

Emmanuel Sogah  

To develop a personal theology of ministry for practice  
To examine the scope of pastoral theology and Ministerial praxis, the  
methods and relevance for todayôs culturally diverse Church and socie-
ty.  

To examine models of theological reflection; and explore the methods and 
its impact  on ministry in service of the Church  

To demonstrate the ability to integrate theology and practice for effective  
pastoral leadership in ministry.  

To reflect on the obligations and responsibilities of pastoral a minister.
